    Since completing the money man-

agement class taught by Family 

Promise of Shawnee volunteer men-

tor, Tina Pollard, Emily said she 

feels more confident about budget-

ing her money for the future and 

about her ability to maintain her in-

dependence when she leave the pro-

gram. 
 

    Emilyôs goal is to go 

back to school and ob-

tain a degree in the 

medical/nursing field. 

    Emily said that her 

story should remind eve-

ryone how life can take 

such dramatic and unex-

pected changes, and how 

we need others to make 

it through the difficult 

times. It is incomprehen-

sible to imagine where 

she and her baby might 

be today without the love and com-

passion of the Family Promise vol-

unteers.

that my life has changed for the 

better thanks to the people who are 

helping me through Family Prom-

ise of Shawnee.
